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From the Pastor’s Desk
A reflection on Matthew 11:2-11

“Go and tell John what you hear and see: the blind receive their sight, the lame walk, the lepers are
cleansed, the deaf hear, the dead are raised, and the poor have the good news brought to them.”
(Matthew 11:4-6) John the Baptizer was wondering if he had been in error to declare that Jesus was
the Coming One. Jesus pointed to the evidence that God’s goodness was having an effect in
miraculous ways. John illustrates the fact that there are times when we can let our expectations of
what is supposed to happen blind us from what God is making happen in our midst. Learning how to
set aside our expectations and open ourselves to the guidance of God is part of what it means to be a
disciple of Jesus. Learning this skill helps us be more effective as servants of God. As one wise priest
once said, ‘when you come into a situation, look around to see what God is already doing, and
cooperate’. Jesus testified to John (and others) that God was at work in the world bringing God’s
kingdom to earth as it is in heaven. The evidence was being seen in somewhat small ways but one day
these actions of God would be on a world-wide scale. God’s life and love comes to us when we are
doing the things God would have us do so as we prepare the way of the Lord and make his paths
straight perhaps we are being asked to learn how to see what God is already doing for the sake of
God’s kingdom in the lives of those around us.
